· You have to be 16 to go in a bar, but you're not allowed to drink alcohol until you're 18.

· Most traditional pubs have no waiters - you have to go to the bar to buy drinks.

· When you're in a group, you generally take it in turns to buy drinks for the whole group.

· You have to pay for each drink or round of drinks when they are served to you, and before you go and sit at a table. You can't usually pay for all your drinks together at the end of the evening.

· If you want to attract the attention of the bar staff, you shouldn't call out or click your fingers. The best thing is to hold some money up.

· Never offer the bar staff a tip, but you can buy them a drink if you like.

· You can get snacks such as crisps or peanuts, but they are not usually free. In some places you can also get a meal at lunchtime or in the evening.

· People tend to dress casually in bars; you don't have to dress up.
